Minister’s  Message

Hello friends,

I think it more than likely that the majority of people come into the acceptance of spiritualism when they begin their search for truth and understanding, which is not usually when they are very young. Some lucky folk are actually born into a family which practises spiritualism and grow up knowing about the gifts of the spirit and become aware of the whole concept at a young age, but the majority of us find ourselves being taught some form of orthodox religion as children and then moving on to spiritualism as our logical minds begin to disregard some of those orthodox teachings.  

One of the hardest things I found when I moved from orthodox religion to spiritualism was to come to my own understanding of what and how I perceived God or the Great Spirit to be. Even as a practising Church of England parishioner, I had difficulty working out the ‘three in one’ and could not perceive how anyone could be a Father and a son at the same time! How I relished the teachings of Silver Birch when he stresses that anything we do not accept or which challenges our logic should be disregarded. We are encouraged to use our reasoning and commonsense and not to blindly accept. This I feel really happy with!

Silver Birch helps to clarify the concept of God when he tells us that there is no personal God apart from the one that human beings have created and likewise there is no personal Devil apart from the one that human beings have created. He also states that there is no heaven and no hell and that the Great Spirit is the Law. “Life’s greatest secret is that the world is governed by unchangeable, unbreakable, immutable, omnipotent law. The law embraces every aspect of life.” God is the law and the law reigns supreme. He tells us that the Great Spirit is the creative force behind all life whether registered on the plane of matter or the plane of spirit. The Great Spirit is perfect love and perfect wisdom. The Great Spirit fills all life and is within all beings. The Great Spirit is within all laws and is love, life and everything. 

Does that help us to understand the Great Spirit better? I believe it does but it still does not allow us to form in our minds what the Great Spirit looks like or to whom or what we are sending our prayers to. Many years ago in a meditation, I felt this energy very briefly and it was something so beautiful that there were no words to describe it except that I came out of that meditation with tears of joy streaming down my face. I have never felt it again quite like that time but I have never needed to. People who have near death experiences have also recorded that as they have moved along a tunnel of light they have felt a beautiful, loving energy that they did not want to leave. I believe that as we progress spiritually we are becoming more and more in tune with natural law and therefore with God. We automatically apply natural law to our lives because our spiritual understanding will not allow us to live any other way. Sometimes we do not understand how perfect justice can result from natural law when we seem to see so many cases of injustice, but again our finite minds can only see the small picture and not the whole puzzle. How can we judge when we only have a fraction of the facts? It is then that we must accept that the Great Spirit knows all and his law is perfect. Justice will prevail. It must follow because it must conform to the law of cause and effect. Natural law operates on all levels of existence material and spiritual and because it is perfect, it never needs altering like man’s laws.
