It’s time to walk again, explore the beautiful national parks we have and open our soul to the peace and tranquillity that’s waiting for us in the world of nature.  For people who find meditation difficult, a state of relaxation and harmony is often easier to achieve when communing with nature and helps bring the spirit world even closer to us, so dig out the sneakers or gym boots, bottles of water and get walking!!!

I have mentioned before that over the years I’ve amassed a collection of spiritual messages, channelled information or wisdom from various sources that have brought me either a better understanding of life, or just sheer pleasure or enjoyment from the content.  Today I found an old calendar from 1985 that I’d saved because the pictures were so beautiful and so was the poetry.  It so perfectly reflected my current mood, I’d like to share it with you.  This is from May 1985:- 

The day at the end of the night

We are all so different with our likes and dislikes and are moved by very different scenarios.  Hope I’m not the only one to become teary listening to certain pieces of music, carols by candlelight or reading Chief Seattle’s “This earth is precious!”

Back in 1988/89 the Scottish medium Bill Rowan, who passed away last year, spent some time looking after my parents’ home, next door to me, while they visited family in the UK.  We had regular meetings with him and were privileged to listen to his guide “Grant” speak several times.  I thought this month I’d reprint part of a talk he gave regarding communication between our two worlds and expanding our consciousness.

Let me ask you to understand this, communication on the physical level, is oftimes extremely difficult because of the many language differences which exist in humanity. Because that is so, oftimes errors creep in to attempted communication from our level to yours, and so you must always be alert, because you are forming a bridge across which we travel and we are dependant upon you to strengthen that bridge and therefore make the communication that much easier.  This is more readily done if you consider, as it truly should be, that communication cannot be held only at a specified time, but can take place at any time and at any place.  

Throughout your daily lives then, from time to time cast a thought in our direction, and we do the same to you and if at times we see a way in which we can intercede on your behalf and perhaps cause you not to take steps which would bring you into jeopardy, then we do so, if it does not then contravene your right to make your own mistakes and learn by them.  By opening up your consciousness as you are doing, you make it easier of course for us to draw even closer to you. 

 I do not ask, nor would it be wise for you to accept that you have an open doorway continually, because if you do so you can have visitors who would disturb you.  Always remember this, that you are in charge, that you are the one who will say, “let us communicate” or close the door which you have opened.  This is a great thing which you seek to do, to operate as you can and should in the multifaceted levels of consciousness in which you exist, to let yourself not be confined only to the physical operative part of your life, but to remember that you are a physical being, a spirit being, a soul being and therefore your mind can expand and understand more clearly the workings of God consciousness within you and all those around you.  You are irretrievably, irreparably, indubitably part of each other and part of every single person you come in contact with, so always remember, always, that your mind is capable of sending out fields of energy which touch those around you.  If you are down-hearted, you touch others who become down-hearted.  If you are joyful, you touch others with levity and light which is part of your being.  Unfortunately, because this is so, sometimes when you seek to expand your consciousness, you become more aware of the discontent in others or the pattern of distress which exists in others and no more so than when healing is attempted, so always be wary of this and say to yourself, “I shall change these patterns and radiate from me the light which is within me so that I shall lighten the darkness which others walk through and let them be, as I am, part of God.  Peace be with you”. 

I know beyond a shadow of doubt, that when once we begin that search to discover who we really are, why we are here and what it is we need to do to fulfil our earthly mission, that spirit draws close to us to give us the direction we need.  When we look back at our journey we can then see how far we’ve come, the help we’ve been given and the signposts along the path. 

For many years I was the church secretary and we used to tape every lecture/talk given by each speaker at every service.  One of my jobs was to transcribe the tapes, type them out, have them photocopied and place them in the racks for people to purchase at a nominal amount.  (Think they were 20 cents per sheet!)  I look back now and appreciate the opportunity I was given to access a wealth of information and knowledge from so many different speakers working from this church.  

We all walk a different pathway but whatever area or spiritual direction we choose, we do not walk alone.  It is up to us to become aware of the guidance we are being given and those who walk with us.  Spirit rarely announce their presence with a lightening bolt or brilliant manifestation!  Look for the subtle signs and symbols, the seemingly coincidental happenings and marvel at the manner in which we receive confirmation and/or messages from our loved ones.  Have you ever followed a car with the initials of a loved one as its number-plate or switched on the radio just in time to hear the favourite song of a deceased family member?  These are just a few ways in which spirit tell us that they are still close to us and very much ‘alive’ in a new dimension of life.
